The world is fast becoming a digital community. The last few decades of tech-

nological advances have radically shifted our way of communicating with one another. Some of us (no 

questioning the Pastor’s age here) remember using rotary dial phones to call friends. Or do you remember 

writing letters to convey news? I’m sure I have stacks of letters written between friends from High School 

somewhere in my basement. Often when we look back at those old modes of communication we feel senti-

mental for their simplicity. Even though I remember life before text messages, I matured in the digital rev-

olution. I embraced technology with every mind-boggling upgrade. It helps that my husband is a computer 

genius and often drags me kicking and complaining into the next generation of software.  

Young people of this current generation, the ones still in school, interact with technology with an ease. My 

three boys have always had access to computers and the internet. They have never known a life without 

Facebook or Google. Their lives will be shaped by technology in ways I cannot even imagine.  

So, here’s the great irony… I sit here typing this on a laptop. But you will most likely read it on a piece of 

paper. That piece of paper will have been hand delivered to you in your mailbox. Sometimes it seems that 

our Church is the slowest to catch up with technological advances.  

Here’s the other great irony… 500 years ago, a young monk named Martin Luther started writing theologi-

cal discourses against the Roman Catholic Church. His aim was to challenge the hierarchy of the church to 

live in accordance with the teachings of Jesus. His writings were then co-opted by the culture, thanks in 

large part to the printing press. The printing press, invented somewhere around 1440, was to the Middle 

Ages what Facebook is to our generation. The works of Martin Luther were published and distributed in 

massive quantities. The first social media message was born.   

The big question is: How do we engage in this ever-evolving world of media as Christians? If you’ve spent 

even a few minutes on any social media site, then you know how overwhelming it can be. As you sort 

through the political post, cat meme’s and cooking videos, you might find yourself wondering if this is a 

place for sharing the gospel message? The answer is absolutely, yes!
